	Lightning Round 
	Daniel Malarkey shared the Pacific Coast Collaborative’s meeting agenda for the October 2011 Power Smart Forum: Adjusting to a Changing Climate.
Martin McCallum announced that the Department of Labor just began a Green Ways Initiative, which will expand job training efforts for workers in seven cities, including Seattle. Nonprofit organization Jobs for the Future will implement the initiative and leverage its expertise in green sector training in four industry areas: green construction; auto technology, manufacturing, and utilities. 
Joyce Brake announced that the Washington Defense Partnership will discuss linking the military to green economy jobs at a meeting in Bremerton on August 17. On August 18, the Pacific Northwest Defense Symposium will continue the discussion at its annual event, this year entitled “Energy and Security: The Way Forward.”
