Northbound I-5
Take exit 142B toward WA-
99/Federal Way and merge 
onto WA-18 West. Turn right 
onto 16th Ave S/ WA 161 (which 
becomes Pacifi c Hwy S/WA-99). 
Proceed to 336th St. and turn 
left. At First Way S., turn right. 
Turn right into the second drive-
way on the right. The building is 
on the left and says “Highline 
Community College.”
