Describe how panel is making progress towards satisfying the deliverables of this contract and what impact is the panel making?

The General Physics (GPiLearn) branded website has been completed. GPiLearn presented a demo of the site at the Energy Summit June 22 (2nd day) held at New Market Skills Center. GP courses that align with the Power Generation Skill Standards will be identified over the summer months for delivery at Centralia College, Wenatchee Valley College, Grays Harbor College, and New Market Skills Center fall term, 2007. Bureau of Reclamation, Grand Coulee Dam has been identified as the pilot program for industry incumbent worker training. 

The secondary research project was completed by second year energy technology student and WSU Energy library. This project identified renewable energy occupations within construction, operation and maintenance of renewable power generation projects. This research will support the Energy Industry Labor Market study being conducted by Dr Alan Hardcastle, WSU Energy Program. The labor market study project is being financed by the Center of Excellence for Energy Technology, Pacific Mountain Workforce Development Council, Tacoma Power, IBEW Local #77 and the Lewis, Thurston, Mason Labor Council with resource and data contribution to date from Tacoma Power, Chelan County PUD, BPA, PSE and Avista Utilities.
