Meeting Notes

Don presented a proposed agenda for the Friday, March 9, 2007, Board meeting to be held at the State Board for Community and Technical Colleges. The committee reviewed, developed and discussed coordination efforts to produce material for the Board packet, and also discussed the production schedule deadlines.

Postsecondary Enrollment, Financial Aid, and Retention Support
Don suggested that background information be provided to the Board, including I-BEST results and then a roundtable discussion with invited participants focused on what can be done to increase partnerships among WDC’s and education providers.
Israel announced that the Adult Education Advisory Council’s 5 year plan was finalized and was really focused; he would like to include the plan in the March Board packet.

Liz questioned if we could develop a chart that deals with child care issues and financial aid.

Eligible Training Provider List Standards

Bryan provided the committee with last year’s Board packet materials on the Eligible Training Provider List. Bryan indicated that the Board must approve the criteria used to determine the eligibility of training programs to provide training funded by WIA. Bryan indicated that staff would recommend no policy change, only an update to the earnings criteria in order to maintain the poverty threshold and raise the hourly wage criteria in order to adjust for inflations.
Advice to Governor on WIA 10 percent funds

Bryan asked Gary and Tim who should represent ESD and WWA on a committee to come up with the recommendations. Gary suggested Holly Watson represent ESD. Israel mentioned that the Adult Education Advisory Council has some specific recommendations.

Tim suggested that we get an experienced case worker from WorkSource for the May Board meeting when we have the roundtable discussion about improving integration.
