GREGOIRE 2008-2009 SUPPLEMENTAL OPERATING BUDGET PROPOSAL – 

WORKFORCE-RELATED ITEMS

Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI)

Integrated ELL and Skills Training: $250,000 of GF-S dollars are provided to OSPI for five grants to skills centers to design and develop programs that integrate career and technical education and English-language instruction.

State Board for Community and Technical Colleges (SBCTC)

Health Care Career Advancement: $3 million of GF-S monies are provided to SBCTC to expand throughout the state a Shoreline Community College pilot program for incumbent worker training of nurses.
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
