WA Receives $1 Million Department of Labor Grant

OLYMPIA --- Washington State Workforce Training and Education Coordinating Board has received a $1 million, 18-month grant from the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL) to obtain state input on developing an integrated approach for measuring workforce investment programs and One-Stop system performance.  

The Board will work with states, national associations, education scholars, and others across the country to determine what each believes are key elements in developing such an integrated measurement system.  Examples include outcome measures that apply across multiple workforce programs, measures of the performance of One-Stop Centers and systems, and training provider results reported to meet the requirements of multiple programs.

The Board’s work will include identifying the types of information on performance results required by state policy-makers including governors and legislators, basic standards of data, and advice to DOL on implementing such an integrated system.

This is the second national award for Washington this year.  In late June, Washington received a $3 million incentive award from the U.S. Departments of Labor and Education for exceeding its performance targets on Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical Education Act, the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act, and Title I of the Workforce Investment Act.
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
